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QUESTIONS and ANSWERS

Q:  When should we book a minister or officiant?
A:  You should find an officiant as soon as possible.  Calendars fill up quickly!

Q:  Who is responsible for obtaining the marriage license?
A:  You are responsible for obtaining your marriage license (Before your wedding, you will need to apply for and purchase your marriage license at the county offices. You must bring the original marriage license to your wedding for signing and recording.  Witnesses must be 18 years of age or older, but they don’t necessarily have to be part of the wedding party.  The license you will purchase at the county is good for 60 days only, and there is a 3 day waiting period for it to become effective.  Here is a helpful link:   http://www.weddingvendors.com/marriage-license-laws/united-states/oregon. 

Q:  Who is responsible for filing the signed marriage license with the clerk?
A:  Your wedding officiant is responsible for filing the signed license.  At Wedding Eloquence, your signed license is sent to the appropriate clerk via certified mail.

Q:  What are your fees? 
A:  Officiant fees begin at $195 for very small weddings without custom ceremonies; fees are set during the initial interview. 

Q:  Is a deposit required?
A:  Yes.  A non-refundable, $75 deposit is required within 10 days of the initial meeting to secure your wedding date.

Q:  When is the full and final payment due?
A:  Final payment is due one week prior to your wedding date.

Q:  How long will you hold the date if we call you but do not schedule an initial meeting?
A:  Your date will be held for  5 days without scheduling an initial meeting.

Q:  Will you travel to perform a ceremony?
A:  Yes, but there is a mileage fee for travel outside the Portland Metro radius of 25 miles.

Q:  Will you attend rehearsal?
A:  Yes, upon request.  Fees will be increased 15% if rehearsal is requested.

Q:  What if you cannot officiate at the last minute?
A:  I work with a team of professional colleagues who provide backup services for emergencies.

Q:  Whose Wedding is it?
A:  This is YOUR  wedding.  YOU have the final say regardless of input from others.
